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The Life of a Salmon

Pacific salmon* are a type of fish that lives around the United States and Canada, in
the northern Pacific Ocean*. Their lives are special in many ways.

First, these salmon are born in fresh water*®, but later live in the ocean, which is salt
water. After being born in a lake or river, young salmon move out to the ocean. This is
called migration*. Salmon migrate* to the ocean so they can grow in size. There is more
food in the ocean, so the salmon eat more and become larger and more powerful. They
need this power for the next stage in their life.

Another reason salmon are special is because they return to lakes or rivers to produce
baby salmon. This is called spawning*. When these salmon swim there, they go against
the river’s current*, which makes it difficult to reach the place where they will leave
their eggs. Female salmon produce between 1,500 and 10,000 eggs! Many salmon are
eaten by other animals during spawning, especially bears and large birds. In the end,
the salmon die after spawning, but new lives will begin after they are gone.

Pacific salmon are very interesting. They can live in both fresh and salt water, and
they also are very beautiful to look at. People can see salmon at an aquarium, or even
take a trip to the U.S. or Canada in the fall to watch salmon spawning!
